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The facility was designed to resemble a luxury cruise ship, with 
the concept of "an experiential museum where you can enjoy 
the Kanmon Strait in its entirety." From the observation deck 
and promenade deck, you can relax while enjoying the 
magnificent view of the Kanmon Strait. In the Strait Atrium, 
you can enjoy and learn about the nature and history of the 
Kanmon Strait through dynamic images and interactive 
productions on one of the largest giant screens in Japan.

Built in 1929, this is Moji Customs House No. 1 and was once 
used as an international terminal. In 2013, it was reopened as a 
large Mojiko Retro rest facility. On the first floor, there are 
exhibits related to Kitakyushu and Dalian, as well as the 
Matsunaga Bunko film and entertainment museum.

Kanmon Strait Live Exhibition is located on the second floor of 
Marine Gate Moji (Kanmon Ferry Pier). Here you can view 
ships passing through the Kanmon Bridge, and you can also 
handle the live cameras installed in the Kanmon Strait. This 
maritime Exhibition is full of information, including electronic 
chart and AIS.

It opened as the former Moji Station on February 1, 1914. The 
symmetrical station building is a wooden structure in the 
Neo-Renaissance style, and in 1988 it was the first train 
station building to be designated as an Important Cultural 
Property of Japan. In 2019, after six years of preservation and 
restoration work, it was restored to its original appearance.

It was built in 1921 as a hospitality and accommodation facility 
for Mitsui & Co., Ltd., and Einstein and his wife stayed there 
the following year. It was designated an Important Cultural 
Property of Japan in 1990, and currently there is a restaurant 
and event hall on the first floor, and a memorial room for 
female writer Hayashi Fumiko on the second floor.

The octagonal turret and bright orange exterior are the 
landmarks. It is a restored version of the Osaka Shosen Moji 
branch built in 1917, and the first floor is currently home to 
the Watase Seizo Gallery and Mojiko Design House. The 
exterior is also worth seeing when lit up at night.

Built in 1891 as the headquarters of the Kyushu Railway 
Company. This museum is a fun way to learn about the history 
of railways. It exhibits real trains, including steam locomotives 
and the Kiha 07, a nationally designated important cultural 
property. There is a large panorama of Kyushu's railways, a 
driving simulator, and a miniature railway where visitors can 
try driving.

The trolley train runs from Kyushu Railway History Museum 
Station to Kanmon-Kaikyo Mekari Station. Why not take a 
leisurely trip on the slowest trolley train in Japan, enjoying the 
ocean breeze and the scenery of the Kanmon Straits?

Sankiro Ryotei, built in 1931, is a three-story wooden building 
that is one of the largest surviving restaurants in Kyushu. 
Highlights include the elaborately designed building, with 
items in the exhibition room that tell the story of the 
prosperity of Mojiko Port, and a large hall called the "Hundred 
Tatami Room."

Completed in 1924 as the building for the Telephone Division 
of the Moji Post Office of the Ministry of Communications, 
the building displays telegraphs and telephones used from the 
Meiji period to the present, including a replica Bell Telephone. 
There is also a corner where you can experience using old 
telephones.

Idemitsu Kosan, which originated in Moji, is an art museum that 
mainly exhibits masterpieces such as Japanese and Oriental 
ceramics, calligraphy, and paintings collected by the company's 
founder, Sazo Idemitsu. It also houses the Idemitsu Founding History 
Room, which introduces the history of Sazo and Idemitsu Kosan.

The Mojiko Retro Observation Room is located on the 31st 
floor of the Retro Highmart high-rise apartment building, 
designed by leading Japanese architect Kisho Kurokawa. It is a 
viewpoint overlooking the Kanmon Straits, and the night view, 
which has been certified as a "Japan Night View Heritage", is 
also recommended.

The beautiful Former Moji Customs House, built of red brick 
along the Kanmon Straits, is a government building that 
supported trade at Moji Port, which flourished energetically 
from the Meiji period to the early Showa period. It actually 
served as a customs house until 1927. It tells the story of the 
dramatic history of the port. There is also a customs 
promotion corner on the first floor.

Built to commemorate the 15th anniversary of the sister city 
agreement between Kitakyushu and Dalian, China, this facility 
symbolizes the long history of trade linking the ports of Moji 
and Dalian. It was modeled after the Railway Steamship 
Company building constructed in Dalian.

You can enjoy Mojiko 
cider, beer, coffee, cake 
sets, and more on the 
promenade deck, which 
i s  modeled  a f ter  a  
luxury cruise ship. Why 
not spend an elegant 
time looking out over 
the Kanmon Straits?
